6.2. TKC and/or YG Departmental staff may also participate as observers and in a
technical support capacity.

7. PLAN APPROVAL

7.1. Afinal local area plan will be recommended to KDFN Chief and Council for
review and approval.

8. PLAN REVIEW

8.1.  The plan should be reviewed at least once every ten (10) years following
approval, subject to the availability of funding and personnel.

8.2.  The plan may be reviewed earlier if deemed necessary based on new or
unanticipated events, or as a result of significant development proposals.

9. EFFECTIVE DATE

9.1. The Terms of Reference comes into effect on the day of signing.

10. TERM

10.1. The Terms of Reference shall remain in effect until the completion of the plan.
